ON TRADE AND ECONOMIC COOPERATION
BETWEEN
THE ROYAL GOVERNMENT OF CAMBODIA
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF BELARUS

The Royal Government of Cambodia and the Government of the Republic of
Belarus (hereinafter referred to as the “Parties”);

Being convinced of the importance of widening of friendship relations between the
Parties and taking into account common interest;

Desirous of expanding and enhancing trade and economic cooperation between
the two Countries for mutual benefit;

Resolved to develop reciprocal trade relations in accordance with the principles
of the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade.(GATT 1994) and the Agreement
establishing the World Trade Organization (WTO});

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

The aim of this Agreement js to promote the development of trade and widening of
the economic ties between the two Countries in accordance with the provisions of this
Agresment and taking into account the norms of their national legislations along with
WTO rules and regulations.

The Parties shall take all necessary measures to ensure the development of trade
and economic cooperation between both Countries on a long-term and stable basis.

Article 2

The Parties shall grant each other the Most-Favored-Nation treatment in all areas
regarding:
- Customs duties and charges of any kind applicable in respect of import and
export, including the methods of levying such duties and charges;
- Import and export rules and formalities, including those relating to customs
clearance, transit storage and transshipment;
- Payments related to trade in goods and trade in services;
- Selling, purchasing, transportation, distribution, storage and use of imported
goods in the domestic market;
- Taxes and any charges of any kind applicable directly or indirectly in respect of
imported goods.
Each Party shall allow goods originating in the territory of a Party exporied to
another Party with nondiscriminatory treatment regarding application of quantitative
restrictions and granting of permits or licenses.

Result from the effective or possible participation of either Party in a customs
union, free trade area or other forms of regional frade and economic arrangements.

Article 4

The goods of the territory of one Contracting Party imported into the territory
of the other Contracting Party shall be accorded treatment no less favourable than
accorded to like goods of national origin in respect of internal taxes and other internal
charges and all laws, regulations and requirements affecting their internal sale,
offering for sale, purchase. transportation, distribution or use, in accordance with
Article [Tl of the GATT 1994.

Article §

Import and export of goods and trade in services shall be cairied out on the basis of
contracts concluded between natural and legal persens of both Parties in accordance
with the laws and regulations of States of each Party and international trade practice.

Article §

The payments in connection with goods and services under this Agreement shall
be conducted in any freely convertible currency mutually agreed upon the contracting
persons.

Article 7

The Country in which the product has been wholly obtained or produced or has
undergone sufficient processing in accordance with the provisions of national laws and
regulations and WTO rules shall be considered the country of origin.

The Parties reserve the right to request certificates of origin when goods arrive at
the territory of State of each Party.

Article 8
This Agreement shall in no way prejudice the obligations of the Parties arising

from participation in international organizations, regional or sub-regional unions and
entities and treaties.
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Article ¢

The Parties agreed to establish the Cambodia-Belarus Joint Committee on Trade
and Economic Cooperation (hereinafter referred to as ‘the Joint Committee”) at the
senior official level and shall comprise representatives from the Government and
private sectors of States of the Parties.

The scope of tasks of the Joint Commiittee shall include, inter alia:

- Analyse bilateral economic development, including measures to facilitate trade;

- Determine new types of cooperation, including preparation of action plan for

realization thereof, and exchange of information required for closer economic
cooperation;

- Recommend to the respective Party for improving the environment of trade and

economic cooperation.

The Joint Committee shall conduct meeting alternatively in the Kingdom of
Cambodia and the Republic of Belarus on the date and venue to be agreed upon.
